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Interim Study procedure

For use if you have run out 

of GenISIS sample packs

TAKING THE SAMPLE
1. Fill three 2.7ml or 3ml EDTA full blood count tubes with venous or arterial blood from the patient
2. Label all of the tubes with a unique four-digit GenISIS number (such as Genisis0001). We will allocate numbers to your hospital by email to prevent duplication, and these should be kept in the site file. Once you have chosen a number, score it off in the site file so that it isn’t used again.
3. Write the same four-digit GenISIS number on the sample form. 
4. Write the same four digit GenISIS number on the consent form, add the date and time, and store this in the site file.
5. Put one of the patient’s hospital labels on the sample form, or fill in the required data, and put it in a plastic bag with the sample. 
6. Store the samples in a safe and secure location at room temperature.
7. Remember to also complete a SwiFT audit form for this patient and store it separately in a secure location.
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
