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The GenISIS Study: All intensive care units in Scotland are participating in a research study to try to find the genes that cause some individuals to be very susceptible to swine flu (influenza).





ELIGIBLE PATIENTS: Any previously well adult, with suspected or confirmed H1N1 flu who is assessed as requiring critical care. 


Previously well: any patient who has no chronic disease causing functional impairment. 


Critical care: either high-dependency (level 2) or intensive care (level 3). 


Assessment of need for critical care is by any doctor with admitting rights to the critical care area.
